	Index of three equally weighted items 1)‘Generally speaking, do you think that [our country’s] membership of the European Union is (a bad thing, neither good nor bad, a good thing)?’ 2) Desired speed of European integration (1 = integration should be brought to a “standstill”; 7 = integration should run ‘as fast as possible’), and 3) ’In five years’ time, would you like the European Union to play (a less important role, same role, a more important role) in your daily life?’ Standardized item ( = .706. The index is recoded as a 0-100 scale.

	Education
	Age when respondent stopped full-time education (D.8). Recoded as 4-point scale.

Gross National Income

	Interaction of 1) Dummy for skilled/unskilled manual worker or non-desk employee (e.g. salesman, driver) (D.15) and 2) gross national income per capita for respondent’s country of residence in 2001 US dollars. Values range from 0 to 30.6. Source: Worldbank (2003).

	Personal Economic Prospects
	Index of three items measuring expectations (worse; same; better) concerning 1) respondent’s future life; 2) financial situation; and 3) job situation (Q.501, Q503, Q505). Standardized item ( = .763.

	National Economic Prospects
	Index of two items measuring respondent’s expectations (worse; same; better) concerning 1) economic situation in respondent’s country; and 2) employment situation in their country (Q.502, Q504).

	Fiscal Transfer
	Average net fiscal transfers per country as percentage of GDP (1995-2000). Values range from -.56 to 3.88. Source: Commission (2001).

	Types of Capitalism
	Dummy variables: Liberal (Ireland, United Kingdom); Social Democratic (Denmark, Finland, Sweden); Continental-Christian Democratic (Austria, Belgium, Germany, The Netherlands); Mixed (France, Greece, Italy, Portugal, Spain). Source: Hall and Soskice (2001).

	Multi-culturalism
	‘Thinking about the enlargement of the European Union to include new countries, do you tend to agree or tend to disagree with the following statement …’With more member countries, Europe will be culturally richer (tend to disagree, don’t know, tend to agree)’ (Q.399).

	Left/Right 
	Self-placement on a 10-point scale, ranging from 1 (left) to 10 (right)(D.1).

	Party Cue
	Party support for European integration ranging from 1 (party leadership strongly opposed) to 7 (party leadership strongly in favor). Source: 1999 Marks/Steenbergen party expert dataset; mean position of party leaderships on European integration for 125 parties in the 14 largest member states (http://www. unc.edu/~gwmarks). Party means are matched with individual respondents who indicate which party they intend to vote for in the next general election (D.4).

	Elite Division
	Equally weighted three item index: 1) standard deviation of national elite support for European integration (benefit question); 2) standard deviation of intra-party dissent by country; 3) standard deviation of party support for European integration by country. Parties are weighted by vote. Standardized item ( = .859. Sources: Elite dissent data from 1996 EOS Gallup poll of top national decision makers (Spence, 1997; see Hooghe, 2003); Party data from the 1999 Marks-Steenbergen dataset.

	Age
	Respondent’s age in years (D.11). 

	Gender
	Respondent’s gender (1 = male, 2 = female) (D.10).

Attachment
